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Public Library Resources for 

Project Read ESL Participants: 

 

A public library is a place where anyone can go to read and borrow books.  Public libraries in 

America also have music cds, movies, magazines, newspapers, and computers for people to use.  

Public libraries are an American tradition.  Benjamin Franklin started the first public library in 

Philadelphia in 1731.  A public library, as its name implies, is open to the public.  Anyone who 

lives in Madison County can join and use the Madison County Public Library!  (There are two 

different library buildings that you can use.  One is in Berea and one is in Richmond.)  To use the 

library, you need a library card, which is free.            

 

We have computers for public use that connect to the internet, a copy machine, and a fax 

machine.  Although most things at the library are free, we do charge for copies or printing from 

the computer, and sending and receiving faxes.  We also have free programs for children and 

adults that are educational and fun.  In addition to books and magazines, the library also has 

audiobooks, videos, music CDs, and more.  Most of our materials are in English.  We have a 

small collection of Spanish language materials, and a small collection of Bollywood movies 

which are mainly in the Hindi language.   

 

Most of our books, movies, and other things can be borrowed.  This means you can take them to 

your home for a certain amount of time, and then you must bring them back to the library.  Here 

is how to borrow from the library:  After you pick out some things to take home, bring them to 

the front desk.  We will use your library card to ñcheck outò the items, and we will give you a 

paper that tells you when you must bring them back.  As long as you bring them back before they 

are ñdueò you will not have to pay any money!  If you bring your books, videos or other items 

back late (after they are ñdueò,) you will have to pay some money before you can check out more 

items.  We charge 10 cents per day that you keep a book late, and 50 cents per day that you keep 

a movie, a music cd, or an audiobook late.   

 

If you are new to the library, you will probably need help learning how to find books and other 

items.  Your tutor can teach you how to use the ñcall numbersò that help you locate books.  You 

can always ask a librarian for help, as well.  Just come to the front desk at the library and 

someone will be glad to help you.  (Donôt be afraid that you are ñbotheringò the librarians.  The 

most important part of our job is helping people find what they need at the library!)  
 

To get a library card, you must fill out the application that is included in this booklet.  Your tutor 

can help you. Bring this application to the library, and also bring a picture ID plus proof of your 

current Kentucky mailing address.  If you have a driverôs license or another government issued 

ID, like a passport or work permit, it will probably have your picture on it, and it may also have 

your address.  If it does not list your address, or if you have moved since you got your ID, please 

bring something else that shows your address, like an envelope that was sent to you at your new 

address.   If you canôt find anything that shows your address, donôt worry.  We can mail your 

library card to you, and when you get it in the mail you can start using it.

Computer programs listed in this booklet can be used at the library or from another computer if it 

is connected to the internet.  Most of the computer programs and websites listed in this booklet 

are found on the libraryôs website.  Our internet address is www.madisonlibrary.org.  From our 

website, there is a link to ñOnline Services.ò  Click that link to go to any of the computer 

programs (also called ñdatabasesò) you have read about in this booklet.  Once you get to the list 

of Online Services, click on the one you want to look at.  This will take you to a description of 

the database.  Then click on the name of the database, and you will go to its login screen.  You 

will probably have to put in your library card number to open the program all the way.
